BIBLE STORY SUMMARY:

Jonah 3:1-10

God made the great fish spit Jonah 
out onto dry land.

The people of Nineveh 
repented and loved God.
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BATH TIME
Bath time is a great time to review the story of Jonah. 
Grab a container that floats in water to be your boat 
and a small plastic action figure to be Jonah. Draw 
eyes on a plastic cup and use it for the BIG fish. Act 
out the story using the toys. First, God said GO and 
Jonah said NO. Jonah got on a boat and sailed away. 
Next, God sent a storm to get Jonah’s attention. 
Jonah was thrown into the water! God sent a BIG fish 
to swallow Jonah. Jonah prayed to God from inside 
the fish and said he’s sorry. The fish spit out Jonah and 
this time, when God said GO, Jonah said YES, SIR! 
Jonah took God’s message to Nineveh.
